A.Conflict of interest of the judge.

2. The association board, except as provided in Regulation 851, Michigan State Fair and Regulation

A. In accordance to the annual appropriation act, exhibitors are allowed to file a written |
complaint within 10 days after the end of fair or exposition. |

B. Provide steps for the board to review, investigate and issue a notice of findings and
recommended actions.

C. Notify the exhibitor filing the complaint that he or she may make an appeal to the
Department Of Agricultural within 45 days of filing the initial complaint if the exhibitor is not
satisfied with the association's action.

3. The department shall have 60 days after receipt of any appropriately filed appeal to investigate the
complaint, and shall issue a finding of fact and notice of department action and any recommended
actions for the association.

Rules and Regulations
SECTION 1 - ENTRIES

1. Application for entries in all departments must be made on
printed forms provided by the Fair Office for that purpose and
must be in full compliance with the printed form.

2. The Board of Directors reserve the right to accept or reject
any exhibit when exhibitor fails to comply with the above
regulations.

3. Entries are to be made only in items as listed in the Fair
premium book. No special classes will be accepted. Classes
will not be split under any circumstances.

4. Entries will be received from any resident of the State of
Michigan. When all stalls are filled, the Fair Management
may close further entries in said Classes.

5. It is the duty of the Superintendent and his assistants to
arrange for an assign space to each exhibitor. Also to
preserve order in their respective departments and assist the
Judges in lining up classes and attend to necessary
bookkeeping.

, 6. No exhibitor or concessionaire will be permitted to sublet
or share any portion of the space allotted him. A violation of
this rule will result in the original purchaser of space forfeiting
all his rights and the ejection of himself, partners, employees
and wares from the grounds.

7. Any protests should be made in writing and in the hands of
the secretary before exhibits are released from the grounds.

8. Exhibitors will be permitted to bring into the grounds only a
limited amount of feed, hay or baled straw, and the
management reserves the right to refuse admission of such,
if in their judgment there is excessive amount. The space in
the barn is for exhibition purpose and not for storage of feed.

9. All open class exhibitors must pay the secretary an entry

fee of $10.00 which shall entitle each exhibitor to enter any
number of articles or animals for competition in each
department subject to the rules and regulation of the Society.

10. The Board of Directors shall have the power to make
prorated deduction from prizes offered if in their opinion the
financial condition of the Society renders it necessary.

11. Check for all premiums will be mailed as soon as possible
after the close of the Fair.

12. All persons exhibiting an article which he or she has
purchased or borrowed for the purpose of exhibiting for
premium will forfeit all premiums awarded them.

13. All articles must be left on exhibit until released by
Superintendent or time stated.

14. All articles competing for premiums or special prizes must
be on the grounds and in place Wednesday, July 8, 2009 at
5:00, exceptions being perishables. Perishables must be on
the grounds and in place by 9:00 a.m. on the day of judging.
15. All claims against the Society must be presented for
settlement on or before the first day of December of each
year. If not presented as above, such claims will be
considered donated to the Society.

16. Every animal or article upon the grounds of the Society
shall, during the fair, be under the control of the Executive
Committee of the Society and while every precaution will be

CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS
ARTICLE |

The name of this corporation shall be the "Croswell
Agricultural Society”, and it's object shall be to promote the
improvement of agricultural and kindred objects and will re-
main as a non-profit organization for its existence as the Cros-
well Agricultural Society as provided in the Articles of Associa-
tion.

ARTICLE Il
All stockholders shall be members and entitled to one

vote each at all general meetings of the Association, regard-
less of number of stocks held.
ARTICLE IlI

The officers of the Association shall consist of twelve
directors, four to be elected each year for a term of three
years. These directors shall elect annually from their number a
president, vice president, secretary and treasurer. Vacancy on
the board shall be filled by appointment made by the
remaining directors.

ARTICLE IV

The Annual meeting of the Stockholders of said
Association shall be held on the second Monday of October of
each year at such place as the President may appoint, due
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notice of said meeting being given by the President by  pub-
lication in an area newspaper at least 30 days prior to said
meeting, at which meeting the directors of said Association
shall be elected and the reports of President, Secretary and
Treasurer submitted.

ARTICLE V

The Secretary shall conduct all correspondence of the
Association and keep an accurate account of all money
received, paying the same to the Treasurer. The Secretary
shall also keep an accurate record of all checks drawn on the
Treasurer, showing the purpose for which such checks were
drawn, and shall also perform such other duties as the Board
of Directors may from time to time prescribe.

ARTICLE VI

The President, and in the President's absence, the
Vice President, shall preside at all meetings of the Association
and have general supervision of the property of the Associa-
tion and shall perform such other duties as the Board of Direc-
tors may prescribe.

ARTICLE VII

The Treasurer shall receive and keep an accurate
account of all money belonging to the Association, and shall
pay out the same on proper requests from the Secretary,
countersigned by one of the current officers.

ARTICLE VI

The annual Fair shall be held by said Association in
the City of Croswell, Michigan, for exposition and exhibition
purposes at such time as the Executive Committee may
determine.

ARTICLE IX

The twelve elected Directors shall constitute the Ex-
ecutive Committee of said Association and shall have the
power to carry out all work in connection with said annual Fair
and the operation of said Association as prescribed in the
Constitution.

ARTICLE X

The Constitution of the Association may be altered or
amended only be a vote of two-thirds of the stockholders
present and voting at an annual meeting or at a special meet-
ing called by the Board of Directors of said Association.

ARTICLE XI

Each Board Member serves on a volunteer basis, and
is not personally liable to the corporation or its shareholders or
members for monetary damages for a breach of the director's
fiduciary duty, and that the corporation assumes all liability to
any person other than the corporation, its shareholders, or its
members for all acts or omissions of a volunteer director.

ARTICLE XII

The Corporation shall withhold a minimum of ten (10)
shares of stock, if available, to insure that future directors
other than the aforementioned twelve will have shares
available to them.

ARTICLE XIlI

If for any reason the Corporation is dissolved, all as-
sets, real and personal remaining after payment of debts and
expenses shall be distributed to such organizations as are
qualified as tax exempt under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal
Revenue Code or any future codes.

BY-LAWS OF THE
CROSWELL AGRICULTURAL SOCIETY

1. The Annual meeting of the Board of Directors of the
Croswell Agricultural Society shall be held immediately after
the adjournment of the annual meeting of the Stockholders of
said Association of which time the said Directors shall elect
from their number a President, Vice President, Secretary and
Treasurer to serve for one year or until their successors are
elected and qualified.

2. The President shall have the power to call special
meetings of the Board of Directors whenever deemed
necessary, by giving the members of said Board at least
twenty-four hours notice and must call a meeting of said Board
when requested by at least three members of said Board.

3. The Directors shall have the power to appoint all
necessary committees, marshals, superintendents, or other
officers required to properly conduct the holdings of the
annual Fair of said Association as provided in the
Constitution.

4. The Board of Directors shall appoint an Auditor of
Auditors who shall audit the Secretary's and Treasurer's books
and accounts prior to the annual meeting of the Association.
Such reports shall be presented for approval at the annual
meeting of the Association.

5. The Secretary and Treasurer of the Association
shall give bonds for the faithful performances of their duties
when required which said bonds shall be approved by the
President.

6. The President shall have the power to employ all
necessary help, not otherwise provided for by the Directors,
required at the annual Fair, and to fix their compensations.

7. The Executive Committee shall have the power to
appoint judges, and make all necessary rules and regulations
for the conduct of the Fair, not in conflict with the rules of the
Constitution of said Association, purchase supplies and carry
out all orders of the Board of Directors.

8. The Executive Committee shall consist of the
twelve elected directors.

1. All cattle must be bona fide property of the exhibitor at the
time of making entry.

2. All cattle entered, except where otherwise specified, must
be eligible to registry in a recognized Herd Book. Exhibitors
must furnish certificates of registry for all animals over one
year of age and also certificate of transfer when not bred by
exhibitor.

3. The age of dairy cattle in the junior and senior classes will
be computed from September 1st for senior calf and junior
calf from March 1st.

4. No animal shall be shown in more than one class except in
classes for get of sire, produce of dam, herds, championships
and special classes.

5. First place winners only can compete for championship
prizes.

6. Senior champions are animals over two years of age.
Junior champions are animals under two years.

7. Grade bulls will not be allowed to compete in any class.

8. Group classes shall be made up as follows: Get of Sire,
four animals at least two of which are females, any age, get of
one sire; Produce of Dame, two animals either sex, any age,
produce of one cow; Breeders Herd, one cow three years or
over, one heifer two years old, and one heifer calf; Yearling
Herd, three yearling heifers one year old under two, calf herd
three heifer calves under one year old and owned by
exhibitor.

9. Animals may be shown for both single and herd premiums.
10. No exhibitor can show more than two animals in the same
class and compete for more than two prizes. Exhibitors are
asked to refrain from bringing any additional animals; since
available stalls are limited.

11. No open class livestock on exhibit shall be removed from
Fairgrounds before Sunday, July 12, 2009.

12. The superintendent of dairy cattle must check registration
certificates to prove that get, produce and breeder's herd is
properly constituted.
